
 

English Translation in summary 
 
If it would not be so extremely expensive to ship 
horses to China, Edward Wong would like to buy 
a few German specimens and take them to the 
Far East.  Mr. Wong owner and head of a riding 
school in Shanghai is very enthusiastic about the 
German bred animals because he has only 
Mongolian horses, smaller and shorter bred in his 
school which he says are not even meant to be 
trained for school horses. 
 
The high standards of the German riding schools 
impress him, that’s the reason he wants to learn 
and upgrade himself, and also to bring a  few of 
his students once a year to the riding school 
Moschenhof in Dusseldorf Hubbelrath. 
 
Today the seventh day of their stay with the Joh 
family (owner of the riding school) comes to its 
end and Mr. Wong talked about the wonderful 
time they had and it was like a cultural exchange.  
Eleven young students from Shanghai between 
ten and sixteen years of age accompanied Mr. 
Wong are very enthusiastic when it comes to 
horses and riding. 
 
There were two lessons every day.  One hour for 
Dressage and one hour for Show Jumping as well 
as one hour Theory. The riding lessons were 
taught in English by riding teacher Kathrin Queck 
who was excellently prepared.  The school owner 
Mr. Olaf Joh told us that Kathrin is a very good 
teacher and that she knows most of the students 
from last year. 
 
It all started approximately four years ago when a 
German rider Hendrik from Moschenhof, who 
came to Shanghai became acquainted to Mr. 
Wong by helping him at his riding school.  When 
the topic of a special educational trip came up, 
Hendrik established the contact between Mr. 
Wong and the German riding school in 
Hubbelrath. 
 
What Mr. Wong likes the most about the stay at 
the German school are the rides through the 
woods.  In Shanghai he says the students don’t 
have much opportunity to outside of the  riding 
school area with the horses. Next year the 
Germans will be able to see how it works in 
Shanghai.  They will make a visit in return in the 
year of the Olympic games in Peking. Mr. Wong 
applied for tickets to the Olympic riding 
competitions and he is hoping imploringly that he 
will get them. If so, he will invite his German 
visitors to the Olympic events.  Mr. Joh is already 
very excited about the possibility and he hopes 
that it will work out with the tickets. 
 
Even Mr. Wong will then cheer for the German 
team because unfortunately China does not have 
its own team.
